One should not urinate in flowing water

THE PROPHETIC MANNERS IN PERFORMING
WUDHU (ABLUTION)

The Messenger of Allah # used to observe the following manners when
performing Wudhu;
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To begin Wudhu by mentioning the name of Allah 4.

To use the Siwak (tooth stick) also known as Miswaak.

To perform Wudhu well (properly).

To begin with the right when washing arms and legs.

To avoid extravagance in using water.

To wet between the fingers and toes.

To wet hisbeard.

To let water reach as much of the mouth and nostrils as possible,
unless fasting, when one should do so sparingly.

To say on completion of Wudhu.
